Minimum Contents of an IENC
At a Minimum, the following objects shall be included in an IENC:

1. Bank of waterway
2. Shoreline construction (e.g., groin, training wall)
3. Any facility that is considered a hazard to navigation
4. Contours of locks and dams (i.e., footprint area)
5. Boundaries of the navigation channel (if defined)
6. Isolated dangers in the navigation channel that are either:
a) under water (obstructions)
b) above water level (e.g., bridges, overhead cables)
7. Official Aids-to-Navigation (e.g. buoys, beacons, lights, notice marks)
8. Waterway axis with kilometres/hectometres, or river miles
